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The overall objective of the assignment is to develop and implement an interactive MKCF web-based platform to enable the visibility of MKCF and its projects and contributes proper branding of MKCF.
The Mekong Korea Corporation Fund (MKCF) was established in 2013 to support cooperation in seven priority areas outlined in the Han River Declaration of 2011, following the initiation of the Mekong-ROK partnership in 2011.

The MKCF provides grants for regional projects aligned with the priorities of the Mekong countries and the Republic of Korea. These projects address national issues and facilitate the regional integration process in seven key sectors: Culture & Tourism; Human Resources Development; Agriculture & Rural Development; Infrastructure; Information & Communication Technology (ICT); Environment; and Non-traditional Security Challenges.

The purpose of the CMS is to give an in-depth idea about the dynamic components of the portal and behaviour of the functionalities such as addition/updation of news/articles, creating new projects, changing their status etc.
The proposed CMS has two roles:
1. Admin
2. Project Implementation Agency (PIA)
PIAs will be registered by the admin from the CMS and separate log-in credentials will be created for every PIAs.
PIAs will have pre-defined functionality and features such as Add/Edit/Delete any information. Whereas the admin will have the rights to approve/reject any information before publishing it publicly.
